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The State of Parana is a large agricultural state centered on grain
production in a fertile land called “Terra Roxa.”

Curitiba.
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Parana is located in the south of Brazil and approximately half of
the area of the state is highland with an altitude of 600m or more
above sea level. The climate is tropical in the north, west and
coastal plains, subtropical in the center and temperate in the south.

The largest waterfall system in the world "Iguazu Falls"
are located in the Iguazu National Park adjacent to the
city of Foz do Iguacu at the western end of the state,
and tourists from all over the world visit the falls.

The green and clean capital city of Curitiba is known as
a city with a low crime rate, and is widely admired for
its efficient public transportation systems and green-
ing policies. The city has been recognized by the
United Nations as an environmental city. There are
many tourist spots in Curitiba, including the Botanical
Garden, Barigui Park, Wire Opera House, Free Universi-
ty of the Environment and Tangua Park, among others.
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In the wake of a visit to Parana by an economic survey delega-
tion from Hyogo Prefecture for the purposes of surveying possi-
bilities of starting up overseas activities by Hyogo’s small and
medium companies, a friendship agreement was concluded on
May 4, 1970 between the State of Parana and Hyogo Prefecture.
In addition to the two regions’ similarity in terms of nature, cul-
ture and industries, there exists a profound historical link be-
tween the two, including that many Japanese immigrants who
departed from the port of Kobe live in the State of Parana.
Hyogo Prefecture does not only receive overseas trainees from
the State of Parana, but also promotes sports exchanges includ-
ing joint training with Judo teams from the State of Parana.
Moreover, through collaborative efforts by both, Sumitomo
Rubber Industries’ entry to the State of Parana was successful.
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
